BY LAWS OF THE ROCHESTER MODELERS CLUB
AMA 3558

Revised: 1-24-02

1)
The name of the organization is the Rochester Modelers Club.  It is non-profit and charted with the Academy of Model Aeronautics.

2)
The purpose of the organization shall be to foster and promote the hobby of building

and flying model aircraft and to administer the affairs of the flying site.

3)
Board of Directors
The Board of Directors shall consist of a President, Vice-President, Secretary, Treasurer, Safety Officer, and Field Marshal.

The Board shall be elected by majority vote of the attending membership and serve one year term with no limit to the number of terms they may be re-elected.  Their term of office shall begin March 1st of each year.

The Board of Directors shall meet as deemed necessary by the president and four (4) members shall constitute a quorum.

Vacancies in the Board of Directors may be filled by a majority vote of the remaining Board members and any person so elected shall hold office until his/her successor is elected by the membership at the next general election.  A member of the Board Directors may be removed from the Board by two-thirds vote of the club membership.

Duties of the Board
President; The President shall have general supervision of the Clubs affairs, preside at the meetings of the membership and Board of Directors, appoint committees and may sit on any committees appointed.

Vice-President:TheVice President shall perform the duties of the president in case of his/her absence and other duties as the President of the club

Secretary:The Secretary shall give notice of all meetings, keep a record of the proceedings of the meetings, conduct club correspondence, maintain a record of club membership and member applications and members AMA status. He/she shall furnish every new member a copy of the By-Laws of the Club and any rules and regulations which have been adapted. He/she shall perform other duties as prescribed by the Board of Directors.

Treasurer:The Treasurer shall be the financial officer of the Club and maintain an accurate account of the Clubs financial condition.  He/she shall discharge all financial obligations of the Club as approved by the Board of Directors or Club membership.

Membership
Membership in the Club is open to all AMA members.  Application for membership shall be made in writing for record.  Current AMA membership is required.  Termination of CLUB membership is by 2/3 vote of the attending meetings membership (with all members advised of the subject of the meeting).

            Types of Members:
Regular -Persons 18 years of age or older.

Junior -Persons under 18 years of age, must have parent/guardian written consent. No dues required for Junior Membership.

Each member in good standings shall be entitled to one vote at all meetings 

Andmust be present to vote.

5)
Committees
            The President may appoint special or standing committees as he/she deems       

            advisable.

6)
Meetings
The annual meeting of the club's membership shall be held in January each year to elect officers and set dues and fees for throughout coming year.

Monthly meetings will be held from May to Oct. On the first Sunday of the                        month at 1:00pm at the field and then whenever and wherever the membership                would like until the next May when monthly meetings would resume at the field.

Other meetings shall be held as deemed necessary by the Board of Directors.

7)        Amendments
The BY-LAWS may be amended at any meeting of the membership by 2/3 majority vote and the proposed change has been published to all members 1 week prior to the meeting.

8)
Guests
Guests may use the field when accompanied by a Club member.  Membership in the club will be required after three (3) visits if continuous use is anticipated.

9)
Dues
Dues and initiation fees shall be established by the membership as needed on an annual basis, beginning January 1st of each year.  January to January.
